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Purpose

This document is to describe the steps for installation and testing of the AspUpload Enterprise License on all GTS production servers.
AspUpload is a COM+ component which enables the GTS system to capture, save and process files uploaded to the web server with a browser.
Background
The GTS system is an operational system for the management of safety grants at NHTSA. The GTS deployment is part of an overall deployment process that includes the following:

1. Planning and coordination with project resources, stakeholders, operations group and key outside resources, 

2. Development of a deployment schedule, 

3. Development of this deployment plan, 

4. Distribution of the deployment plan,

5. Execution and documentation of the deployment (Hard Copy)

Checklist Steps

The AspUpload Enterprise License needs to be installed on all four GTS production servers. The registration key is 86031-37338-48033. This key needs to be installed in the system registry. 

You can use one of the following methods to install it:

Method 1: Attached to this message is a file with the extension.TXT. It contains your registration key in the Registry Entries format. Save this file to disk and change the file extension from .TXT to .REG. Then click on the file from Windows Explorer and then select 'Open it' to import the registration key into the registry. A message should pop up saying, 'Information in <filename.reg> has been successfully entered into the registry.'

Method 2: Run AspUpload.exe setup program. Type this key in when prompted.

Method 3: Run regedit.exe. Manually create a new key HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SOFTWARE\Persits Software\AspUpload3\RegKey, and enter 86031-37338-48033 as the default value for that key.

The key can also be specified in a script via the obj.RegKey property.

After the software is installed, test it on all four GTS production servers: nhthqnwas140, nhthqnwas144, nhthqnwas267, and nhthqnwas268. Here are the steps:
1. Go to your local machine and find the host file C:\Windows\System32\drivers\etc\

2. Open the hosts file. Add the following line at the end of the file
IP address of server1 Gts.nhtsa.gov
3. Save the file

4. Go to GTS production web site to test file upload

5. Repeat step 2 to 4 for server 2, 3, and 4.
