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Purpose

This document is to describe the problem, cause, and solution for the issue related to the negative ending year balances in GTS.
Problem
The data in the Yearly Closeout table shows the total obligations, total expenditures, ending year balances (total obligation minus total expenditure) of each fund in different fiscal year of all the states.  It should match both logical side (transactions) and physical side (Delphi) of GTS.  The following problem was found in GTS.
1. The negative ending year balances in the Yearly Closeout table

2. After comparing the total expenditures with the total amounts in the Trans Funds table and AP Records table, more mismatched ending year balances (even for positive ending year balances) were found in the Yearly Closeout table.
3. A remedy ticket was opened on June 6, 2011. The ticket ID is INC000000023357.

Cause

After the investigation, the wrong code that caused the above problem was found in the stored procedure Close Out in the DBENTRY package. In the procedure, the total obligations and total expenditures are recalculated when a carry forward transaction is created and posted.  The code uses the Trans and Trans Detail tables to recalculate the total obligations and expenditures.  However, since October 1, 2010, all voucher spilt has been moved to the Trans Funds table. The vouchers are no long spilt in the Trans Detail table. The recalculation of total expenditures in the code should use the Trans Funds table instead of the Trans Detail table.
Solution
The following four steps should be followed in order to fix the wrong ending year balances in GTS.
Step 1: Fix the wrong ending year balances in the Yearly Closeout table.
a. Make a copy of the Yearly Closeout table

b. Replace the wrong total expenditures in the State Expended column in the Yearly Closeout table with the total amount for the same state, fund, and fiscal year in the Trans Funds table

c. Recalculate the ending year balances after the total expenditure change
Target Date: June 10, 20111

Step 2: Fix the wrong code: use the total amount for different fiscal years in the Trans Funds table to recalculate the total expenditures.
Target Date: June 17, 2011

Step 3: Match the data in the Yearly Closeout table with Delphi
a. Acquire Delphi reports

b. Compare obligations, expenditures, and ending year balances in the Yearly Closeout table with Delphi report

c. Fix the wrong data in the Yearly Closeout table
Step 4: Remove Nevada from the list of advanced states
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
